Measures
1. To develop a school-based writing programme with the use of the process writing approach in Key Stage 2 by:
e providing in-house sharing among teachers
e employing an additional teacher to provide extra capacity for teachers to plan and implement the writing programme.

e purchasing picture dictionaries to support students with their writing.

2. To introduce a Home Reading programme and Guided Reading for Key Stage 2 and to develop teachers’ skills in assessing students’ reading
levels by:
e purchasing leveled readers for home reading and guided reading for P4, 5 and 6: 2010/11 — 10 classes, 2011/12 — 13 classes, 2012/13 —
14 classes until the school reaches its maximum capacity of 15 classes in 2013/14.

e purchasing book leveling kits for assessment
